APRIL 12, 2010, 7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Clerk Shutes was absent.

The meeting was opened for public comments.

Hank Filipowski wanted to talk about his W2 form.

Trustee Dowker apologized for swearing done at previous meeting.

Joan Scheel questioned 10 foot rule for using tape recorders.  She also wanted to know why she was not legal to be on the Board of Review.

Nancy Metty stated the board should not follow the puppeteers.
Nancy Mowers questioned check register amount of $600.00 for lawyers fees.

Janice Temple questioned Supervisor Silver’s relationship with Phil Presnell and said she was treated badly when she volunteered for Board of Review.

Bev Rossetto voided check she was given for Deputy Treasurer.

John Malaski had questions on Planning and Zoning.

Tom Valik stated Presque Isle County had upped monies for Zoning and Planning and Onaway also stated that Zoning and Planning is very costly.  He wants board to do things for township.  Trustee Augustine stated handicap signs are here and gravel will be put in place.

Joan Scheel wants to know why the comment section at the end of the meeting was done away with.

Phil Presnell stated behavior is unacceptable on part of trustees.  Police, fire and EMS should be focus of board.  Small groups have attacked Supervisor Silver both verbally  and with libel.  He read comments from a first grade report card on behavior.
Treasurer Phelps read statement made by Trustee Augustine on travel trailers which was in the Alpena News.  

Dick Augustine reacted to Phil Presnell’s comments.

John Malaski would like to see people vote on subjects such as Zoning and Planning.

Tom Valik would like Sheriff’s patrol added to township.

Trustee Augustine would like to discuss the cemetery with her report.  Treasurer Phelps made a motion to accept the agenda with amendment.  Supervisor Silver seconded the motion.  All board members were in favor so the motion carried.

Treasurer Phelps reported the following in her financial statement:

Treasurer Phelps will work with the bank on investing monies in excess of $250,000.00.
Trustee Augustine made a motion to accept minutes on Budget Hearing with minor changes.  Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion.  All board members were in favor so the corrected minutes will reflect the changes.
Trustee Dowker made a motion to accept minutes on Regular Meeting of March 8, 2010, with minor changes.  Trustee Augustine seconded the motion.  All board members were in favor so the corrected minutes will reflect the changes.

Treasurer Phelps received an e-mail from Trustee Augustine regarding sexton’s taking care of the cemetery and requesting an additional $10.00 per month to take on the responsibility.  Treasurer Phelps made a motion to have the General Policy amended and the township clerk to handle the cemetery.  Trustee Dowker seconded the motion.  All members were in agreement so the motion passed.

Hank Filipowski would like to know who has access to his social security number and if he is audited because of a mistake on his W2, who will pay for it.  As this is Clerk Shutes responsibility, any remarks should be made to her.
Trustee Augustine wants Treasurer Phelps to change Employer I.D. number.  Treasurer Phelps stated this is Clerk Shutes responsibility and should be brought up to her.

Joan Scheel questions Ocqueoc versus Millersburg address.

Trevor Most, assessor, thought the Board of Review went smooth.

Trustee Augustine would like the cemetery fence replaced with a maintenance free fence.  She also stated the boundary of the cemetery should be fenced.  
Trustee Dowker reported on the Onaway Area Ambulance Service.  The minutes are on file.
Supervisor Silver reported on majority votes.  She has been approved for the Freedom of Information board with the treasurer receiving all monies.  At the Board of Review there were 20 concerns filed.  The fire department truck is up and running.

Clerk Shutes is to put an ad in the newspaper on large trash pickup day which is June 12th.

Fire Department agreement will be voted on at the next meeting.
Trustee Dowker would like a railing put on the sidewalk.  This will be voted on at the next meeting with additional quotes to be obtained.
Trevor Most, assessor, is concerned about withholdings if his status is changed to an employee. This is tabled until the next meeting.

Proposal from Matt Barber Masonry to replace door handles with lever handles, install new handicap toilet, sink and faucet and remove existing screen door for $872.00.  Treasurer Phelps made a motion to accept proposal with additions of inside door removal and floor leveling.  Trustee Dowker seconded the motion.  All in favor so proposal accepted with amendments.

Proposal received from Northcott Excavating to gravel front parking lot and approaches and also spray back parking lost with Round-Up and scuff up parking lot for a total of $3,100.00.  Trustee Dowker made a motion to accept this proposal.  Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion.  All in favor so the motion carried.
Fire Department had requested a file cabinet and as the township  has an extra, Trustee Augustine made a motion that we loan them the extra.  Trustee Dowker seconded the motion.  All in favor so the motion carried.

Hank Filipowski reported on the PIE&G meeting.  They will be cutting back on all advertising.

Treasurer Phelps made a motion to adjourn meeting at 9:20 p.m.  Trustee Dowker seconded the motion.  All in favor so the motion carried.
