
              BEARINGER TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

           Regular Meeting, Monday, June 14, 2010





7 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Silver at 7 p.m., followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  All board members were present.

There was an amendment to the agenda. Supervisor Silver made a motion to allow the auditor to be first on the agenda. Clerk Shutes seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

Kristy Schulze , CPA, stated that Bearinger Township is in excellent financial shape. All the books are in order. The full audit should be available at michigan.gov/treasury by the end of June, 2010. Clerk Shutes made a motion to accept the auditor’s report. Trustee Augustine seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

Clerk Shutes made a motion to allow Trevor Most, the assessor, to present his report before Public Comment. Supervisor Silver seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. The Board of Review will meet on July 20, 2010 for clerical errors and poverty exemptions. Mr. Most will be making property visits between now and November, 2010. 

The meeting was open for public comment.

The Consent Agenda (township expenditures) was reviewed. The check register, payroll and mileage were approved with the exception of the check written to the lawyer. Trustee Augustine did not approve this check. 

Treasurer Phelps gave the financial report.

A  resolution, #12-2010, for Investment and Depository Designation was offered (motioned) by Treasurer Phleps.  It was second offered (motioned) by Supervisor Silver. A roll call vote to adopt the resolution was taken. Trustee Dowker, yes.  Treasurer Phelps, yes.  Clerk Shutes, yes.  Supervisor Silver, yes.  Trustee Augustine, yes. The resolution was adopted.  Treasurer Phelps will be transferring $100,000 into an account at Huron National Bank. The check written to Beverly Rossetto for  Deputy Treasurer will be turned over to the State of Michigan as unclaimed property.  Trustee Augustine made a motion that Treasurer Phelps do a financial statement monthly, even though the board meets every other month. Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

Treasurer Phelps made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 12, 2010, meeting, with corrections. Supervisor Silver seconded the motion. There were four (4) yes votes and one (1) no vote. The motion carried. 

Clerk Shutes verified election workers. Training will be on July 13, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. in the circuit courtroom. The Public Accuracy Test will be held on the same day at 2:00 p.m. at City Hall.  The primary election is on August 3, 2010. The Presque Isle County Township Officers Association Annual Picnic will be at Bearinger Township Hall on July 6, 2010.  No tax payer money will be used for the purchase of food, paper ware or beverages. Clerk Shutes made a motion to pay the bill for dues to MTA. Trustee Augustine seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. A bid for moving and putting an insulated wall around the furnace was opened. Because the cost was so high there was no motion on the bid. 

Trustee Dowker presented the minutes from the Onaway Ambulance meeting. There are no bids for sidewalk rails. 

Trustee Augustine presented the minutes from the Roger City Ambulance meeting. She also talked about poverty in Presque Isle County and the H.U.N.T program. For more information concerning poverty, call 989-354-7248 or 989-734-5123. To contact the Council on Aging call 989-766-8191

Supervisor Silver reported that the parking lot work has been completed. The repairs for the American Disabilities Act have been completed. The town hall now meets the standard. 

Supervisor Silver made a motion to accept the Joint Fire Department Agreement between Bearinger and Ocqueoc townships. Clerk Shutes seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

Trustee Augustine made a motion that the assessor, Trevor Most, be considered an employee of Bearinger Township. Instead of receiving a 1099 form he would receive a W-2 form. Trustee Dowker seconded the motion. There was a roll call vote. Trustee Augustine, yes.  Clerk Shutes, no.  Treasurer Phelps, no.  Supervisor Silver, no.  Trustee Dowker, yes. The motion did not carry. 

Supervisor Silver made a motion to accept the Social Security Privacy Policy. Clerk Shutes seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried.

Board of review members must be registered to vote in the township where they sit on the Board of Review. Joan Scheel is not a registered voter in Bearinger Township so a new Board of Review member is needed. Trustee Augustine, Clerk Shutes, Supervisor Silver and Trustee Dowker voted for Sandy Beckman. Treasurer Phelps voted for Jim McKindles.  Clerk Shutes made a motion for Sandy Beckman to be the new Board of Review  member. Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried.

Treasurer Phelps made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 p.m. Supervisor Silver seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried.
