The meeting was open for public comment. Joan Scheel wants a milleage put on the ballot for the Fire Department. Bev Rossetto agrees that a milleage should be put up for a vote of the people. Bev Rossetto wanted to know if we are hiring a new lawyer. We will continue to use Mr. Gillard from Alpena.

There was an amendment to the agenda. The assessor was removed due to a prior commitment. Treasurer Phelps made a motion to accept the agenda. Clerk Shutes seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

The bills, mileage and payroll were reviewed. Trustee Augustine did not approve the money spent on the lawyer.

The wording on the resolution concerning Cheboygan Schools needed to be changed in the minutes. Trustee Augustine made a motion to accept the minutes from February 8th, 2010 with changes. Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

Clerk Shutes reported that the Presque Isle Township Officers quarterly meeting will be held on April 6, at the Allis Township Hall at 7pm. Big trash pick up will be on June 12th from 8-3 at the Bearinger Town Hall. Irene Seelye was sworn in as deputy treasurer on March 3rd, 2010. 

Trustee Augustine reported that Merit is running broadband in various areas in Presque Isle county. There will be none installed along U.S. 23. If you want more information call Dave @ 231 420 8570. Rogers City is hiring more paramedics.

Supervisor Silver reported that Onaway Ambulance passed their budget. The fire department has put an ad in the paper to sell the 4x4 truck. Bids are being taken until April 1st. There were 12 petitions for taxes to be reviewed at the Board of Review. 

Old business was discussed. The board voted on the Policy booklet. Trustee Augustine made a motion to accept the Policy. Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. Trustee Augustine made a motion to accept Mr. Gillard & Associates as the township lawyer. Supervisor Silver seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

New business included a resolution to appoint Supervisor Silver as the township Freedom of Information Act coordinator/officer. Supervisor Silver made a motion to accept Supervisor Silver as the FOIA coordinator/officer. Treasurer Phelps seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. Clerk Shutes made a motion to transfer $913 from Governing Body miscellaneous into Social Security and Medicare to cover the deficit due to paying the Planning and Zoning Committee. Supervisor Silver seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. Clerk Shutes made a motion to accept the General Appropriations Act (budget). Trustee Augustine seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:50pm.
