A motion was made by Rose Fryske and seconded by Jerry Counterman to approved the 

minutes as presented.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  The treasurers report was presented and a motion made by Rose Fryske and seconded by Pat Augustine to accept the treasurers report.  All in favor and the motion carried.  

Old business:  Jim Zakshesky stated he did some research for the township of Posen and found out 

the Lappan Agency has a good lock on northern Michigan.  Burnham and Flower, an insurance group from Kalamazoo for government entities, won’t come to this area as it honors this as a 

service area for Lappan.  Representative, Richard Biermacher, from Krakow, may have some info on a contact and will check it out.  Deb Meert mentioned there is a Michigan municipal property pool, that may do local units and authorities.  Deb will get a phone number for us.  Alpena Agency writes insurance but it is not the Par Plan.

An investment policy needs adoption by the authority.  We will look at it at the next meeting and Jim Zakshesky will send a copy to Mike Vogler for his review.  It appears not a lot applies to us.   

The Allied report was presented by Deb Meert’s.  December had 57 calls. 17 of them were no transport.  January had 54 calls and 14 no transport.  The number of transports to the ER was 40 for each month.  Everything seems to be running very much the same. The Petoskey runs appear to be increasing.  Cheboygan hospital has closed the urgent care and ob dept have shut down, however, the emergency room is still open.  If the Cheboygan emergency room closes, chest pain victims will have to go to Alpena or Petoskey.  The distance for the northern end, by Hammond Bay, is approximately 1 hr to Alpena and 1 hr to Petoskey.    Time is very crucial and transport time would be an average of 71 minutes, therefore, more training and the availability of additional drugs will be needed to assist the EMT’s. The American Heart Association encourages chest pain victims to be taken to a hospital that has a cath lab.  Gaylord, may be another choice.  Medicare is paying better on miles.  4 paramedic students have completed a training program and are doing internship.  Extended job interviews will be completed and plans are to hire 1 full time paramedic, to cover a retired position.  Testing is planned for April 1 and a full time position could be filled by the end of April.  This will help the budget and scheduling.   The volume is down but the expenses remained in check.  The fourth quarter expenses are  $59,496.63 compared to last year at $78,000.00.  Pat Augustine questioned Jim Fleury on what route they use to get to Petoskey.  Pellston is the shortest way on Rigsville Rd, but the curves slow them down.  A motion was made by Jerry Counterman and seconded by Pat Augustine to accept the Allied report.  All in favor and the motion carried.

Onaway & Bearinger want a formal agreement with signatures from us.  We pay 1/8 of Onaway exp and one, non voting, member sits on their board.  Boundary lines and a plus program will need to be agreed upon.   

The availability of Mutual aid was discussed.  Met controls say you will support your neighbor with mutual aid.  Hillman is now ALS and will be a resource for the south end of the county.  Onaway,   Cheboygan and Alpena are all in the medical control area so mutual aid is not a problem.

A motion was made by Pat Augustine and seconded by Louis Urban to pay the January fuel bill in the amount of $718.10 to Basil Oil, Bayport’s January fuel bill in the amount of  $194.89 and the Allied quarter of $59,496.63,.  All in favor and the motion carried.  

A motion to adjourn was made by Pat Augustine and seconded by Richard Biermacher.  All in favor to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20.  Next meeting scheduled for April 14, 2010.
