A motion was made by Rose Fryske and seconded by Gary Lee Klein to approve the minutes 

as presented.  All in favor and the motion carried.  

Jerry Counterman presented the treasurer’s report.  Additional bills not on the report 

include the fuel bill and the Onaway Ambulance Service.  Jerry reported no money was transferred and he needed the minutes and had no time to complete it.  He stated it will be done soon.  John Kleiber made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report.  Seconded by  Pat Augustine.  All in favor and the motion carried. 

Old business, Due to Mr. Biermacher’s absence there was no report on the cost of a quote on insurance from the Alpena Agency.  Jim Zakshesky stated Mr. Lappan contacted him on gap coverage.  He wanted to know who carries ins on the ambulances and who insures the building.  

Jerry Counterman ask us to reaffirm, for him, the treasurer’s bond is for a 3 year period.  

We have until the August meeting to decide on the millage to be collected for next tax year.  We are currently at .7 mil.  We can go up to 1 mil.  It was the consensus of the group to try and keep it low.  The board will consider lowering it this year and if it is bad we can adjust it next year.  A decision will be made at the August mtg..

Jim Fleury presented bed prices from Alpena Furniture, RC Home Furnishing and Brewbakers.  Beds were purchased in 2001.  Discussion was held on getting a taller/longer version to make sleeping more comfortable for the taller employees.  A through review of the quotes was done.  It appears that the Riverside brand from R.C. Home Furnishing’s is the better quality for our dollar.  A motion was made by Ralph Kortman and seconded by Jerry Counterman to purchase 2 box spring and mattresses from R.C. Home Furnishing’s.  All in favor and the motion carried.

The Allied report was presented by Jim Fleury.  A motion was made by Jerry Counterman and seconded by Rose Fryske to accept allied report.  All in favor the Allied report was accepted as presented.

Someone is interested in purchasing three manual cots at $500.00 each. Pat Augustine made a motion, seconded by John Kleiber to have Jim Fleury call them and let them know we would sell them.  All in favor and the motion carried.  Jim stated the new cots are heavy but easier than picking up a heavy person.

City residents were notified that there would be an electrical outage on the week end and Jim said it did not have much effect on the city.  Deb Green stated there may be one again this week end to complete the project but they did not plan to notify the people.  

Jim Fleury stated the mileage is creeping up as the trucks are going more to Petoskey.

Cheboygan hospital is still open but many calls are being redirected to Petoskey.  The May vehicle expense is up because new bumpers, brush guards, and new tires were purchased.

Jim also stated he was talking to a salesman on the purchase of Phillips monitors for around $20,000.  A new Lifepack is about $28,000.  The plan is to ask for a new one to replace the Life Pack 12 that is about 12 yrs old.

Jim announced they hired one person about 2 weeks ago.

The annual subscription mailing went out to save money and helps us out.  Rose Fryske asked how it saves them money.  Jim explained what ins doesn’t cover it will pay.  

The title for the 2002 Ford F350 ambulance was signed to the Posen Area Fire Authority.  Jerry Counterman will sign as the seller and Jim Zakshesky will sign as the buyer and include the mileage.  

Today’s bills include the fuel bill and the Onaway Ambulance Service.  Jerry Counterman stated the bill for $14,200.00 for Ocqueoc and Bearinger was dated April 1st, , due May 1st and rec’d May 2nd. A motion was made by Louis Urban and seconded by Pat Augustine to approve these bills as presented.  All in favor and the motion carried.  

Mr. Vogler has reviewed the investment policy, made some minor revisions and will send it back to the CPA for review and bring it back for our next meeting.

A motion was made by John Kleiber and seconded by Rose Fryske to adjourn.  All in favor,

Motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m..  The next meeting will be held on August 11, 2010.
