The meeting was called to order by chairperson Dan Olmsted at 7p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

There were corrections to the minutes from the previous meeting. K. Silver made a motion to accept the minutes with corrections. J. Counterman seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

Chief Yaklin reported that there were five runs in the past three (3) months. The department has received the Ford truck that was checked over by the Ford dealer before purchasing. All repairs were completed with  no cost to the department.  The insurance on the truck from the DNRE was cancelled and the old truck was returned to them. A grant application for equipment was submitted. A Life Pack 500 was purchased.

Raises for the volunteers were discussed.  K. Silver made a motion to write a letter to a volunteer who has not gotten a physical giving him three (3) months to comply or he will be suspended. J. Counterman seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. After further discussion an amendment to the above motion was made. K. Silver made a motion to amend the motion to state the volunteer has 30 days to get a physical or be suspended. J. Counterman seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried.  Secretary Shutes will write the letter. 

Some fire fighters help Steve Northrup with training. N. Shutes made a motion that no volunteer be paid for more than three (3) meetings a month. K. Silver seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

D. Olmsted made a motion to pay volunteers $5.00 across the board for their services. $20.00 for a meeting, $25.00 for First Responding and $30.00 for a fire was recommended. K. Silver seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken. Counterman, yes. Shutes, yes. Silver, yes. Olmsted, yes. Schaedig, yes. All in favor so the motion carried. 

P. Schaedig presented the financial report. She also requested that a third signature be added to the checking account. This will make it easier to get checks signed if one person is out of town. K. Silver made a motion to add Dan Olmsted’s signature on the checking account. N. Shutes seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried.

A request for mileage to the Medical First Responder class was presented to the board. K. Silver made a motion to pay 50 per mile for travel expenses to the class.  J. Counterman seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. 

N. Shutes made a motion to pay bills. J. Counterman seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried.

J. Counterman made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:55 p.m. K. Silver seconded the motion. All board members were in favor so the motion carried. The next regularly scheduled meeting is on October 7, 2010 at 7 p.m.
