
OCQUEOC/BEARINGER FIRE BOARD SPECIAL MEETING

14127 Town Hall Highway

November 4, 2010, 7 P.M.

Revised

The meeting was called to order at 7 P.M. by Dan Olmsted. All board members were present.

Jerry Counterman made a motion to accept the minutes from the July meeting. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

Chief Yaklin reported on the investigation/inspection that MIOSHA completed. He received a certified letter dated October 22nd. There were numerous citations that total $875 in fines. If the Fire Department corrects these infractions by December 24, 2010 the amount due will be cut in half to $437.50. Jerry Counterman made a motion to take the informal settlement and have the Department do all the necessary steps to comply with the procedure. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion.  All in favor so the motion carried. The Fire Department has already corrected some of the problems and the rest have been assigned to various members to be corrected. Pam Schaedig commended the Department for taking the necessary steps. Jerry Counterman thinks this is the best thing that could have happened. Charles Merchant, deputy chief, stated that we will be the most up to date Fire Department in the county. 

Bids for the overhead door were reviewed. Dan Olmsted made a motion to accept the bid of $1275 from Double D Electric. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. Jerry Counterman made a motion to have pull down drops installed at the cost of $725. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion. All in favor so motion carried. These are necessary to comply with one of the citations from MIOSHA.

An auxiliary braking system for the tanker truck was discussed. Gaylord Diesel wants $2,500. Alpena Diesel is another option. Jerry Counterman made a motion to get the auxiliary braking system installed to comply with MIOSHA and to leave it up to Chief Yaklin’s discretion as to which company does the work. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

Dan Olmsted made a motion to have Manning’s Tire inspect the truck tires at a cost of $200. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried.  

Pam Schaedig made a motion to use Todd Curtis for snow plowing until the January meeting when bids will be taken. Dan Olmsted seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried.

Nancy Shutes made a motion to have the two clerks sign the Mutual Aid Agreement with the DNRE. Pam Schaedig seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

Jerry Counterman made a motion to use Pam Schaedig’s credit card to pay for training and for her to get reimbursed. Nancy Shutes seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

Dan Olmsted made a motion to accept bills that were paid in October. Jerry Counterman seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. Ocqueoc and Bearinger Townships will be paying the second half of their monies in December.

Pam Schaedig made a motion to have 12 K Internet install internet at the Fire Department for $720 a year. Jerry Counterman seconded the motion. All in favor so the motion carried. 

Lappan Insurance will be notified that MIOSHA has done a major inspection and that the Department has citations to be corrected.  There was a question about the 6X6 truck not being road worthy. There are places that are not appropriate for this truck but for its intended use it is great.  The station needs a base unit radio.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:50 P.M.
